 ꢁe Society in Lippe has office rooms and 
assembly rooms in the mansion of the former 
factory owner and art historian Oskar Münster- 
berg.  ꢁis so-called ‚Haus Münsterberg‘ was saved 
from demolition by a citizens‘ initiative, restored 
and made available for various uses by the City 
of Detmold. 

Peri- 
odicals on the Christian-Jewish dialogue, and li- 
terature about the regional history of the Jewish 
community in Lippe and the area are on display. 

on in Lippe was founded in 1988 on the occasion 
of the 50th anniversary of the German ‚Pogrom 
Night‘, during which also the Detmold Synagogue 
was destroyed; it developed from an inter-deno- 
minational study group.  ꢁe Society is sponsored 
by the state chancellery of the president of North 
Rhine-Westphalia, by membership fees, and dona- 
tions. 

Meanwhile 28 volumes of our own series of 
publications have been compiled under the 
heading „PANU DERECH - Prepare the Way“; 
they can be studied, borrowed or bought. 
 ꢁe series concerns itself with theological and 
historical questions, presents individuals or fami- 
lies and reminds the reader of events in the recent 
history of the region.
